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Douglas County Assessor Roger Morrissey is inviting businesses to try out a new service offered by his office: Online Business Personal Property Tax Filings. 

“It’s a very simple process that leads to years of easy filings,” Morrissey said. “Anyone in business should consider using online filing.”

To file online, start by going to the Douglas County Assessor’s website at www.dcassessor.org and click on Business Personal Property. The site allows the new filer to send an e-mail to the assessor’s office and be assigned a password to gain access to the system. 


“Once you have your password, just go to the main registration site and enter your information,” Bob Robles, Personal Property Supervisor said.   “Updates can be made with just the click of a mouse.”

Filers who need to make late amendments can unlock their file by calling the assessor’s office. Those who have used the system can retrieve previous filings, and a link is offered for accountants and another for people who choose to file by paper to download forms.


The information remains online for yearly updates with the filer’s depreciation automatically calculated. Equipment remains on in the system for inventory purposes even after its value has fully depreciated.


“This system is already paying off for many Douglas County businesses,” Morrissey said. “I strongly encourage you to try it.”’
Due Dates for Annual Business Personal Property Filings 

· Personal property forms must be filed with the Douglas County Assessor by May 1 

· Returns filed after May 1 but on or before July 31 will be subject to a 10 percent penalty. 

· Returns filed after July 31 will be subject to a 25 percent penalty.
